Pumpkin Geoboards 
Materials We Used 

 Pushpins 
 Small sized (or Pie) pumpkins 
 Rubber bands 

First, have the children add pushpins to a 
pumpkin, then begin using the rubber bands to 
make patterns and shapes. 
 
Some of the skills used include: 
  Creative expression = using the rubber bands 

and pins to create original designs - also uses fine 

motor skills! 

  Math = geometric shapes and 3D exploration of 

the shapes, along with patterning 

  Science = observing how the pumpkins changed 

with the insertion/removal of the pins
